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FAROOK MOHAMED HUSSAIN Head of the Arab Department Ayeshah College of Higher Education - Sri Lanka Abstract Islam is the religion of simplicity, moderation, balance and only that leads its followers to the straight road. Moderation is an important fundamental feature of Islam. The teachings of Islam emphasize the importance of understanding 'Qur'an and 'Sunnah' based on the understanding of 'Sahaba'. However, the most important factor that caused conflicts and deviations in the Muslim community
after Prophet Mohammed is the result of misunderstood and misinterpretation of the concept of moderation. Thus, in order to provide an in-depth understanding of the concept 'wasatiyya', this document will discuss its implementation during the time of 'Sahaba' based on the historical perspective in the light of Risale-I Nur. Key words: Wastiyya, Sahaba, Ummah, The Messenger, Risale-,sid¥llw, JJow_ )l oYl &bzl lasawgll 1axmlivall wldSIl .o WIP plolololo 8lololo 8lololololololololololo o lo oo Lo Lo Lo Lo Lo Lo Lo Lo Lo Lo Lo Lo Lo Lo Lo Lo Lo Lo Lo
the life of ‘Sahaba’ from a historical perspective in the light of Risale-I Nur. “Al-wasat” (Moderation) is one of the most important features of Islam) Al-Qardawi, 1983, .128). It aims to balance extreme and fanatical acts in every aspect of human life. Moderation and balance are the souls of the religion of Islam (Abdul Azeez Bar guz, .13). Moderation demands and only are the fundamentals in the Revelation texts, 'Sunnah' of Prophet Muhammad (PBUH) and the positions of 'Sahaba'. The approach of
‘wasatiyya’means by practicing Islamic teachings in a holistic and perfect way in every aspect of individual and community life increasing the quality of the life of the ummah. This continuous improvement includes the development of education and humanity. (Abdullah MdZin, 2013, .14)Also, 'wasatiyya' means being fair, balanced and obedient to the teachings of Islam and not being extreme for religious or world affairs. However, Jews and Christians deviate from Islam in the matter of ‘wasatiyya’. Christians have
too much importance on spiritual life neglecting worldly issues and inventing monasticism. Finally, they went away from the religion of moderation, which was revealed by Allah. Thus, Allah has described them as “those who are abstract, (Quran, 1/7)” while the Jews are more prone to worldly issues and have neglected the life below and have strayed from the straight road ([1]Az-Zuhayliy, 1991:8). So Allah described them as “those who earn anger” (Quran, 1/7). Among these two radicalisms, the community
“Sahaba” has placed the importance both for world affairs and for the life of then and their life, including spiritual andaspects in a balanced way, in addition to assigning human rights and needs equally. They were not extreme and not obsessive in any religious belief, so their ethics, practice and every matter were in a state of stability as revealed by Allah (Al-Zuhayli, 1991.7). Thus, Allah has satisfied them and describes their lives as “close road” (Quran, 1/7). Therefore, on the basis of these discussions, we can
recognize that the concept of moderation has been applied by the Sahaba in their entire life and have left us a complete and integrated approach that can solve the needs and problems of the community in particular and worldwide in general. Thus, Prophet Mohamed made it mandatory to follow the '‘Sahaba' and adhere to their way of life. The primary objective of this article is to explore how the ‘Sahaba’ applied the concept ‘Wasatiyya’ in their life in the light of Risale-I Nur written by Badiuzzaman Said Nursi. He
presented solutions inspired by humanity in his works. Badiuzzaman Said Nursi took care of this subject in his works, and examines the theme of ‘wasatiyya’ generally in the context of ‘Risalatus Sahaba’, ‘Risaltul Iktisad’ and ‘Isharatul I'jaz fi Mazannil Ijaz’. This document is divided into four sections. The first section covers the short conceptual definition of the ‘wasatiyya’ and ‘Sahaba’ Terms. The second part examines how Prophet Mohamed educated the 'Sahaba' on moderation. The third section deals with the
importance of following the path of life “Sahaba”. The final part examines the vision of the Sahaba on worldly life. Conceptual definition of the terms Definition of ‘wasatiyya’ Al-'wasatiyya’ is an Arabic term derived from the word ‘wasat’ which means opting for the central position (Al-Isfahani, 2009, 869). In the language use of the Arabs, the word “wake” indicates three meanings: “eg=ws JB” (quran,28) “This means that the most just of them and the best of them. (tabari, 2000)”. ibnufaris said: the word “Wasata”
indicates: justice and fairness. (ibnu faris, 1979, .108) Al-Hairiyya and Al-Afdaliyya (charity and best) 'Wasatiyyah' also means that the best choice is to follow hadeeth. refers to the fact that “The prophet was the best (wake) of the descent Qurayshite.” (Ar-Razi, 1999, .84) Ash-Shey baina jayyid and Ar-Radi Al-Jawhari said: “The thing between good and evil” (Al-Jawhari, 1987.1167) the term “moderation” cannot be applied to an order unless it has the characteristics as; right, interfaces, easy, justice and wisdom.
According to Al-Qardawi, ‘wasatiyya’ is meditation or equality between two opposing parties, so that none of them influence, and expel the opposite side, so that one of the parties no longer take its right, and obscure the counterpart and hurts it” (Al-Qaradhawi, ,2011,13) according to mohammad hashim kamali, “Wasatiya (mohammad hashimkamali, 2015:9) according to badiuzzaman said nursi, the meaning of moderation is to follow the path of the prophet Mohamed. This is due to the fact that the prophet
Mohamed was created with the more moderate character in a perfect form, his actions and all aspects of life continued on moderation and equanimity. his biography clearly shows that he has always acted with moderation and equanimity, and has avoided excess and negligence (note, 2011, 27) moreover, he said “Yes, the noble messenger of God has conformed completely to the command:”Therefore he stands still in the straight way as he commands “(Quran 11,/ 112) and moderation is evident in all his acts,
words and conduct.”examples: “from hisMuhammad) the faculty of reasoning was free from manhood and stupidity, which is excess and deficiency-repeating its corruption and darkness, has always worked wisely, the central sense and the means of moderation. Similarly, far from anger and cowardice, which is the corruption of the power of anger and its excess and deficiency, its power of anger has always been used with sacred courage, which is the means and means of moderation of that power. And so, purified
by dismissal and frigidity, which is the excess and lack of power of the animal appetites and its corruption, its power of passion has always taken chastity, the means of moderation of that power, as a guide, to the degree of maximum virtuosity. In all his practices, daily conduct, and in the execution of the injunctions of his Shari’a, he chose the way of moderation and avoided excess and deficiency, and wasting and prodigality, which is wrong and darkness. He absolutely avoided the waste and took frugality as his
guide in his speech also, and in eating and drinking (Nursi, 2011.27). There are several words that have been used to indicate the meaning of moderation in the Koran and Hadith. Adl, Mizan, Sirat Al-Mustakeem, Kist, Kasd, Istikamet. All these words indicate the meaning of moderation. The opposite of wasatiyya is ifrat (excess) Tefrit (Neglecting) Guluv (hyperbole) Tugyan ifsat Udwanand ‘Te’addi’ Zuliim taarruf, who denotes “the inclination towards the peripheries” and is known as “extremism”, “radicalism”.
There are several opinions among scholars regarding the definition of companions or ‘Sahaba’. According to Ibnu Hajar, “The Sahabi is the one who met the Prophet Mohamed, believed him and died for Islam and who was accompanied with him for a short or long period of time, which he told from him or not, who fought with him or not, who saw him or not because of illness and did not sit with(Ibnu Hanbal, 1999.11).2. The importance of following Islam “Sahaba” is the religion of simplicity, moderation, equity and
perfection that leads its followers to the right path. Moderation is an important aspect of Muslim daily life. The lifestyle of the Prophet Muhammad is a perfect example of moderation. He had always encouraged his community “Sahaba” to adopt the “wasatiyya” approach in their daily life. So, they implemented the approach based on ‘wasatiyya’ in all aspects of their lives, including personal life, family life, leadership, administration, from’wah, education, economy, management, social issues and all other aspects of
life. That is why Allah mentioned them in the Koran as “community of the dead” (Quran, 2/142). Moreover, it is believed that the community of ‘Sahaba’ is the only generation that has no deviation, which began to appear only between the next generation, near the end of their time[1]. The Prophet warned Ummah of those who deviate from the religion of moderation after him, so he ordered them to observe his 'Sunnah' and the path of his companions. Therefore, Badiuzzaman Said Nursi indicates that the following
“Sunnah” is the only way to avoid deviations, and this is also the path of the ‘Sahaba’ and the just predecessors. He refers to the word of Imam Rabbani to underline the concept of “Sunnah”: “Imam Rabbani Ahmad Farugi said: “I saw as I crossed the degrees in my spiritual journey that the rows of saints who were brighter, splendid, subtle and sound were those who did following the practices of the Prophet the basis of their way. Even ordinary saints of those ranks appeared more splendid than the highest saints
of the other. (Nursi, 2012.8)” In addition, Prophet Mohamed said: “For real, those who will be alive after me will see many differences; so keep to my Sunnah and SunnahKhalifah rightly guided after me, you will adoreand clinging closely to it and carefully to newly invented issues, because every newly invented matter is an innovation and every innovation is deviation (At-Tirmidhi, 1998.341).” “Jews are divided into seventy-one, Christians are divided into seventy-two seven, and this ummah (muslims) will be divided
into seventy-three seven seven sects; all of them are in the hell of fire except one.” “That’s it. messenger of allah? And he said, "Whoever is on what I and my companions are on. (tirmidhi, 1998.322)” this is a clear proof that what was the sahaba is the guide and moderation, so whoever follows them will be on the balanced and straight path. Therefore, the verse mentioned above was first referred to those ‘Sahaba’ and then to those who followed them. the teachings of the prophet Mohamed on moderation when
badiuzzaman speaks of the virtuoso of the sahaba in his 27th word, he said: "the consent of the holussunna was al- jam-a'a that come after the prophets, the most virtuous of humanity are the sahaba. there are some evidence that those are clear of those narratives refer to the minor virtues” Badiuzzaman said nursi emphasizes the virtuoso of ‘Sahaba’ in his “27th word” mentioning three motives-one of them is that they accompanied the prophet and learned from him directly. he said: “The conversation of the
prophet is like an elixir. Therefore, those who have experienced it for a minute will receive the lights of truth equivalent to many years of spiritual journey.” there was a reflection in every conversation and they shaped them accordingly. It is known that through the light of prophetization, sublime, reflection, following and imitating, one can reach a truly exalted level; as faithful to his sovereign and following him (note, 2012, 162)”. However, he explained in his text, “they (the prelslamic era of ‘Sahaba’) were with
bad habits,and the savage alliances to which they were fanatically attacked. through the message and teachings of Islam, he threw out the various wild and unusual peoples of that vast peninsula with all the best virtues, and made them teachers of the whole world and masters of the various civilizations. However, it was not an external domination; conquered and subjugated their minds, spirits, hearts and souls. became the beloved of hearts, the teacher of minds, the trainer of souls and the ruler of spirits".
therefore, the testimony of their justice by the prophet who said: “The best of my ummah is my generation, then those who follow them and then those who follow them (note, 2007.24).” 3.1. relevant examples of the teachings of moderation “A group of three men came to the house of the prophet’s wife asking how the prophet worshiped (allah,) and when they were informed about this, they considered their insufficient cult and said, “Where are we from the prophet as their past sins and then.” “I will have prayer all
night long forever.” The other said: “I fast all year round and will not break my fast.” the third said: “I will stay away from women and I will not marry forever.” The Apostle of Allah came to them and said: “Are you the same people who said so-and-so? he said to them for Allah, I am more subjected to Allah and more fear than him of you; yet I fast and break my fast, I sleep and I also marry women. Therefore, who does not follow my tradition in religion is not from me (not one of my followers.) (Al-Bukhari, 1996,
354) this hadeeth indicates to show the prophet trained sahaba on his central path when he deviated from it. the history of salman al-Farsi with abu ad-Darda’ also confirms that the approach of the prophet to worship was balanced and moderate. Moreover, the prophet muhammed made a bond of brotherhood between salman and Abud-Darda.She visited Abud-Darda and found Ummu Darda (his wife) dressed in "shabby" clothes and asked her why she was in that state. He answered: “Your brother Abud-Darda is
not interested in this world (the mourning of). Meanwhile, Abud-Darda’ entered and prepared a meal for Salman. Salman asked Abud-Darda to eat (with him) but Abud-Darda said: “I am fast.” Salman said: “I won’t eat unless you eat.” So, Abud-Darda’ eaten (with Salman). When it was night and (a part of the past night), Abud-Darda stood up (to offer night prayer) but Salman asked him to sleep and Abud-Darda’ slept. After some time Abud-Darda rose again, but Salman asked him to sleep. When it was the last hour
of the night, Salman asked him to stand up and both offered (Tahajjud) prayer. Then Salman said to Abud-Darda: “You owe your “Rabb”, you owe your body a duty. you owe your family; So you should give all his debts. Abud-Darda came to the Prophet and reported the whole story. Prophet said: “Salman is right” (Al-Bukhari.1996, 116). According to the religion of Islam, Muslims (his followers) must maintain a balance between their perspective towards this world and beyond. Allah says in his holy book: “With the
means of what Allah has given you, seek the abode of the afterlife, without forgetting your part of this world. Be good (other) as Allah has been good for you... (Nursi, 2012.495)” Based on this concept, the view of 'Sahaba' on the world was very strange. It was surprisingly balanced, they were not giving the world little value in their lives, and they left it easily and quite simply. But on the other hand they were working hard and diligently, cultivating, trading, making money, some of them were very rich and
landowners exceeded hundreds of acres. In view of thethe world was not a goal or not a target for them. However, it was a means to please Almighty God, and a passage to the Beyond[2]. Badiuzzaman analyzes this problem by answering a question he has been asked. The question was: “It is said that the saints and owners of perfection abandoned the world.” It is also declared or said in a Hadeeth: “The love of this world is the source of every mistake.” However, there was considerable involvement in world affairs
in the life of 'Sahaba'. He was not abandoning the world; some of them were before the civil society of their time. The question was: How is it said that even the minimum of such Companions was of greater value than the greatest saint? Badiuzzaman responds that “It has been demonstrated decisively in the Second and Third Stopping-Places of the Thirty Second Word that loving the face of the world that looks to the afterlife and what looks at the ‘Asma’ul Husna’ or divine names is not the cause of loss, but the
means for perfection and attainment. However, as much as one goes in those two faces, the other goes into worship and the knowledge of the creator. The world of comrades was in those two faces. They saw this world as the Arabian field of the afterlife and sowed it and resumed it. They saw beings on the face of the world as the mirrors of Asma’ul Husna and looked at or looked anxiously. As for the transient of the world, that is its transient face, which looks at the basic desires of man. (Nursi, 2012.169)”
Badiuzzaman brings different interpretations to correctly address world issues in a balanced way. In this regard, a person is able to “love” good things in this world for the sake of Allah, such as tasty foods, fruits, chierici or “Valiy”, children, life, friends, prophit, childhood, youth and in general the world. According to Badiuzzaman, this kind of love for the world has been highlighted in the life of 'Sahaba', but in a very balanced balance(Nursi.2012.307) Moreover, he explains that the world should not be kept in the
heart rather in the hands (Nursi, 2015.119). In other words, this world is the kingdom of wisdom, the kingdom of service and is not the kingdom of reward or recompensation. The wage for the actions and acts of service here is given in the middle kingdom and the afterlife. Actions here produce immediate fruits in the afterlife. This is the truth of matter, the results of the actions that look at the afterlife should not be sought in this world. If they are given, they must be received with not gratitude, but with regret.
This is due to the fact that in Paradise, more fruits are collected more grow. Therefore, it is not reasonable to consume in this world escaping the fruits of actions concerning the afterlife, which lasts. It's like swapping a permanent lamp for one that will last a minute and then unhook out. (Nursi.2013.237) In providing further examples to explain the concept at hand and how the Sahaba faced, Badiuzzaman stated that the Sahaba was not given up to their right even though it was a penny in the matter of the world.
On the other hand, they were willing to give or sacrifice what they have for the sake of Allah. The following is an event that corroborates or confirms this fact: Abdullah Ibnu Umar was one of the famous Prophet's Companions, the son of the greatest and most important Khlipha Umar Al-Faruq, and the most distinguished and learned among the Prophet's Companions. One day, while shopping on the market, to be economical and to preserve the confidence and integrity on which the trade depends, he has strongly
disputed about something worth a few cents. One of the Companions saw it, and imagining the Prophet's Illustrious Successor on Earth, the son of the Caliph Umar who was around a few cents to be an extraordinary puncture; He followed him to understand his conduct. Next...He saw that Abdullah was entering his blessed house and he had spotted a poor man at the door. He talked to him for a while, and the man left. Then he came out of the second door of the house and saw another poor man. He talked to him
for a while, and the man left. The comrade, who looked from the distance, was curious. He went and asked the poor: “Abdullah stopped a bit with you. What did he do?” Each of them answered: “He gave me a piece of gold.” “Glory be to God!,” the Companion exclaimed, and thought to himself: “How is it that he behaved so over a few cents in the market, then he was completely happy to give away two hundred cents in his house without letting anyone know? (Nursi, 2010.41) “This story indicates that the ‘Sahaba’
has taken care of the path of moderation in the love of the world. Moreover, they have worked for the world and for the afterlife entirely. Conclusions It is possible to conclude that ‘Wasatiyya’ is an integral part of the Religion of Islam. Historical evidence indicates that “Wastaiyya” was an integral part of Islamic practices in routine life. The main presumption of ‘Wasatiyya’ is that there must be a moderate position in human behavior. In general, ‘Wasatiyya’ is the fundamental Islamic teaching of moderation against
extremism. In addition, historical facts indicate that Prophet Muhammed (PBUH) lived a moderate life against extremism. He taught his ‘Sahabas’ to follow his path accordingly. So, the ‘Sahabas’ led their lives according to the teachings of Prophet Muhammed whose core is ‘Wasatiyya’. In addition, the “Sahabas” in turn taught Muslims to live according to the teachings of “Wasatiyya”. Therefore, learning from the life of Siaba is affirmed by the practice of “wasatiyya” which is the approach supported by Islam. The
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
